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Read The Bible! 

“In the beginning … God said, “Let there be” … and there was.”  Genesis 1:1, 3 

God has not changed; he continues to accomplish His 
will through His Word. From the very beginning God 
brought into reality what He wanted through His word. 
Read Genesis 1 and note the first three words in verses 3, 
6, 9, 11, 14, 20, 24, and 26; “And God said …” Through 
the prophet Isaiah, God said, “So is my word that goes out 
from my mouth: It will not return to me empty, but will ac-
complish what I desire and achieve the purpose for which I 
sent it.” Isaiah 55:11   

The overall preaching theme for 2011 is ―Word of God Speak – The Year of the Bible.‖ The sim-
ple message for 2011 is READ THE BIBLE! If we want to be in the will of God, if we want to know the 
will of God for our lives, or if we want to grow in our walk with the Lord, there is no substitute for regu-
larly reading and hearing God’s Word. Even when God speaks directly to us through the indwelling of 
the Holy Spirit, God intends to confirm this direct revelation through His written word in the Bible.  

In 2011 you are encouraged to read the Bible. I am certain that you will find this to be a spiritual 
growth experience like few others that you have had! As a whole family of faith we will be reading 
through the Bible. There are two paths that you can choose from: reading the New Testament and 
Psalms in one year or reading the whole Bible in one year. See the chart of the Daily Bible Readings in 
this newsletter to understand how this works. Here are the resources that are available to you for this 
year of the Bible: 

Daily Bible Readings  Each month these will be printed in the newsletter and Beacon. They are 
listed on our website (www.stlukecolumbus.com) under the heading “Spiritual Growth.” A one-
page list of the Daily Bible Readings for the whole year is available at the Welcome Place at St. 
Luke. 

Study Guides   Also available at the Welcome Place and on our website are weekly study guides 
with questions to help focus your thoughts about what you are reading. These can be used indi-
vidually or, even better, with another person or small group of people you meet with through 
the year. Get a Bible reading partner or join a small group in 2011! All of our small groups are 
encouraged to use these study guides.  

Weekly Worship  During most of the Sundays of 2011 the sermons will come from the readings 
that are done in the New Testament or Psalms each week. Sermon outlines will be available on 
many of the weeks.  

When the Apostle Paul wrote his letters, it seems that he followed the practice of his day and used a 
secretary to write down what he verbally dictated. When he concluded his letter to the Galatians, Paul 
changed his practice. He wrote, “See what large letters I use as I write to you with my own hand!” Gala-
tians 6:11 Paul did this to indicate that what he was writing to the Galatians was of particular impor-
tance. Allow me to do the same as we begin 2011 …

Dear Dave, 

  Why do you recommend paying off your debts from smallest to largest when doing the debt snowball? 

           — Mike 

Dear Mike, 

This is a really good question! A lot of people wonder the very same thing when I bring up the subject of the debt snow-

ball. Many folks think paying off the debt with highest interest rate first is the best approach. This seems to make sense 

mathematically, but I realized a long time ago if those people could do math they wouldn’t be drowning in debt in the first 

place! Debt is not a mathematical problem, it’s a behavior problem. I’m convinced that personal finance is 80 percent be-

havior, and only 20 percent head knowledge. The reason the debt snowball pays off debt from smallest to largest—even 

though it may be mathematically incorrect—is that modifying your behavior and inspiring your desire to get out of debt is 

more important than the math. Your probability of becoming wealthy has more to do with your behavior than your financial 

sophistication or academic pedigree. And besides, I’m a practical application kind of guy—not a theory guy. That’s why 

my way actually gets people out of debt when lots of other practices fail. When you pay off a small debt it means you’ve 

experienced success, and that gives you hope. Then, you move on the next larger debt. When you pay that one off—and 

you’ve wiped out two debts—it really energizes you. At that point you start to believe in yourself and that you’re on the 

road to becoming debt-free!

What Is a BHAG, and Why Do 

You Want One?  

 
Are you ready for New Yearôs resolutions? As we begin another year itôs common 

to reflect on what has been in the past year and where weôd like to be in the next 

year. Consider a BHAG.  

 

A BHAG is an idea from Built to Last, Jim Collins' classic business book. It means Big, Hairy, Audacious Goalð

a goal that's just a little bit too far out of reach. It's one of the concepts Collins found that distinguishes great com-

panies from average ones. 

 

BHAGs Make A Difference 
So what good is a goal you don't think you can reach? Here are two reasons a BHAG is good for you: 

 

1. A BHAG is a challenge. You want a goal that's just out of reach. Even when you stretch or jump a little, it's 

just beyond your fingertips. A BHAG isn't a goal that's too far to ever reachðthat would make you feel defeated. 

A BHAG inspires you to work harder and more creatively to make sure you reach that goal. There's no good rea-

son not to reach it. It's right there! 

 

2. Even if you don't reach it, your BHAG will do amazing things. A BHAG is made to push you, to get you to 

try harder than you have to reach a "normal" goal. So even if you don't reach it, you're still going somewhereð

places you might never have thought of before. 

 

BHAG Breakdown 
Take Dave Ramseyôs goals, for instance. In 1993, Dave had written his first self-published book, Financial Peace, 

his radio show was on one tiny, local station, and he was doing one-on-one financial counseling. He had a vision 

to expand into local and national media outlets and develop a combination seminar and counseling program, the 

beginnings of Financial Peace University (FPU). He came up with some two-year BHAGs for his business. Here's 

how they compared to the reality:  

 

 

Dave clearly missed his goals, but those goals propelled him in a direction he might never have considered if he 

hadn't written them down and taken the steps to achieve them. Now Dave's radio show is on in 480 cities, he's sold 

two million Financial Peace books, and more than one million families have taken FPU in churches, workplaces, 

community centers and military installations all over the countryðeven around the world!  

 

The Lesson of the BHAG 
As you think about your own BHAGs, remember that success isn't reaching a goal. Success is the progressive 

realization of a worthy goal or ideal. Whether you reach your BHAG right away, or if it takes you a little longer 

than you expected, like Dave, the pursuit of your goalðthe steps you take toward itðare success.
